Jeffrey Lucas opened the meeting at 6:31 p.m. 
 
I. ADMINISTRATIVE BUSINESS: 
Quorum/Attendance:  Chairperson Jeff Lucas, William Markey, Terrence Meredith, Frank Rezendes, Ann 
Richard, Patricia Pacella and James Souza. 
 
Absent:  Cynthia McNaughten and Jay Simmons. 
 
William Roth was also in attendance. 
 
Elections of Officers: 
Chairman: 
Patricia Pacella nominated Jeff Lucas and was seconded by Terrence Meredith. 
The vote was unanimous. 
 
Vice Chair: 
Patricia Pacella nominated Terrence Meredith and he declined; Terrence Meredith nominated Ann 
Richard and was seconded by Jeff Lucas.  The vote was unanimous.   
 
Clerk: 
Terrence Meredith nominated Patty Pacella and was seconded by Ann Richard.  The vote was 
unanimous.

II. PUBLIC HEARING: 
 
1. 2016 CPC Plan – Review 
  
Jeff Lucas said the purpose is to review and accept 2016 CPC Plan. 
 
William Roth reviewed the Plan and indicated he updated the introduction with the figures and all the 
projects.  There is information on what CPC does and Open Space goals have been revised.  Mr. Roth is 
recommending Friday, November 6, 2015 application deadline.  
 
Frank Rezendes made correction on page two, second paragraph, is lower than that, adding the word 
“than”. 
 
Mr. Roth reviewed the distribution list of the Plan and how it gets distributed and noted it is on the Town 
web site.   
 
Jeff Lucas said on page 9 under Open Space Preservation goals under the first bullet point, 100 acres 
used by Mariner soccer.  Mr. Lucas said that has been done and Mr. Roth advised there were still soccer 
fields there and a preservation restriction could be on that but it is still a goal. 
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Jeff Lucas said under fourth bullet point, the bylaw and Agricultural Commission is completed and Mr. 
Roth confirmed and will remove that.  Ann Richard said they have a right to farm, but have no Agricultural 
Commission and Mr. Roth noted he would leave it. 
 
Jeff Lucas noted seventh item about protecting farm, recommended changing to farms or properties and 
Mr. Roth said it should be farms. 
 
Mr. Lucas also mentioned Page 10, sixth above boat launching and mooring facilities, suggested 
changing the wording because some has been re-done.  Mr. Roth indicated those are the recreation 
goals that were in Open Space Plan.  Mr. Roth said significant improvements were done to Pease Park 
and Hoppy’s Landing and Sconticut, but improvements could still be made. 
 
Ann Richard mentioned including the State website for information so they could compare what other 
towns did and Mr. Roth said it is on their website, page 21.  Ann asked about the questions in the criteria 
and Mr. Roth said it is something they created.  Mr. Lucas said it was for people to review, a general ask 
these questions to see if it fits.  Ms. Richard said it always is the same organizations that apply and 
maybe if there were different questions, maybe it would reach others.  Ms. Richard asked how could they 
spread word and Mr. Roth said when it is approved, he does a press release to all three papers, it’s 
posted on the website and the Town bulletin board.  Open Space preservation really comes from the 
Town or land preservation groups.   Mr. Roth said re: historic preservation, individual homeowners could 
apply.  Mr. Lucas said an individual has to show a value to the Town and public at large, not just 
improving someone’s home.  (Discussion ensued.) 
 
Mr. Lucas suggested people try and get a Board behind them.  Ms. Richard noted the press lately has 
been negative and indicated they need more positive.   
 
Mr. Lucas asked if there were any other questions and there were none.   
 
Mr. Roth recommended approving the Plan with revisions on page 2 and 9. 
 
Ann Richard made a motion to approve the CPC Plan for FY2016 with revisions and was seconded by 
Terrence Meredith.  The motion passed unanimously 
 
 
III OTHER BUSINESS: 
1. Authorization of CPC Chairman to sign for Payroll and for William Roth to sign in Chairman’s 

absence. 
 
William Roth said this is reoccurring every year.  
 
Ann Richard made a motion and was seconded by Terrence Meredith.  The motion passed unanimously.  
 
2. Approve CPC Appropriation list to Anne/Accounting for FY15. 
 
William Roth said changes are: 
Line #1, hold open the Article for 1 more year.  Housing Authority has a few bills coming in and cannot 
make it by end fiscal year. 
Line #2 closes out project and $340 gets put back in Community Housing Account; 
Line #3 closes out $324.28 get put back in Historic Preservation Account; 
Line #4 Town Hall project, giving back $26.74; 
Line #5 North Fairhaven CDBG project closed out with no funds returned; 
Line #6 Fire Escape, closed out, no funds returned; 
Line #7 Buzzards Bay Nasketucket Project, closed out and $21,730 returned to Open Space.  They 
received a Buzzards Bay mini grant of $21,730 to defray cost of project; 
Line #8 Gutter project, used all $86,000, being closed out; 
Line #9 Restoration Article, engineering portion is being left open; 
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Line #10 Bikeways left open, $2,000 left, one round of signs and paint to order, will close next fiscal; 
Line #11 Millicent Library is being held open, all the money is there. 
Line #12, Academy Roof Building $1,508 returned to the CPC undesignated balance account; 
Line #13 Article being carried over; 
Line #14 Sidewalk project is ongoing; 
Line #15 Academy Building, window shades, $18 retuned into the Historic Account; 
Line #16 Fire Protection Building is not done, being left open; 
Line #17 Safety Crossing Project, bill coming in after fiscal year, being left open; 
Line #18 Skate Park re-bid, under contract, close out next year; 
Line #19 Open Space and Recreation Plan still working on; 
Line #20 Cultural Center still working on. 
 
Jeff Lucas said there was almost $24,000 back. 
 
Terrence Meredith made a motion the Board reviewed and approved Appropriation List and was 
seconded by Ann Richard.  The motion passed unanimously.
