Committee for the Town of Fairhaven, in accordance with its charter, by-laws, and 

ordinances, has voted to authorize the Superintendent to submit to the Massachusetts 

School Building Authority the Statement of Interest Form dated January 30, 2015 for the 

Hastings Middle School located at 30 School Street, Fairhaven, Massachusetts which 

describes and explains the following deficiencies and the priority category(s) for which 

an application may be submitted to the Massachusetts School Building Authority in the 

future; 
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5. Replacement, renovation or modernization of school facility systems, such as roofs, 

windows, boilers, heating and ventilation systems, to increase energy conservation and 

decrease energy related costs in a school facility, as determined in the judgment of the 

Authority; 

 

and hereby further specifically acknowledges that by submitting this Statement of Interest 

Form, the Massachusetts School Building Authority in no way guarantees the acceptance 

or the approval of an application, the awarding of a grant or any other funding 

commitment from the Massachusetts School Building Authority or commits the Town to 

filing an application for funding with the Massachusetts School Building Authority.  

 

Motion made by Mr. Monroe and seconded by Mrs. Powers to submit the Statement of 

Interest. Voted 6-0 unanimously 

 

Motion made by Mr. Roderick and seconded by Mr. Monroe to adjourn the regular
